The plot envelope has been designed to step in-line with the Daylight and Sunlight model. Any
balconies or private amenity space must be provided within the plot envelope.

No building construction is permitted within the green hatched
zone. However, garden constructions such as sheds, fences and greenhouses may be constructed in

accordance with current Planning and Building Control Regulations.

Residential Amenity:
Residential amenity should be provided for the quantum and type of dwellings located within Plot
WKO04 and in line with the strategic site wide residential amenity provision described in Part 4.

Green space at grade should be configured as private amenity adjoining ground floor family
dwellings and as communal amenity.

Play space for age group 5-11 should be incorporated within communal amenity in line with the
strategic site wide play space provision described in Part 4.

The target of green/ brown roof to be provided at roof level within the Building Plot WK04 should aim
fo be in accordance with the table below:
