The Empress State tower currently sits as a solitary building on
open space. This conflicts with the masterplan's principles of
enclosed street spaces.

Therefore are-interpretation of the base of the Empress State
building is necessary.

This illustrative scheme adds three "pebbles” on the three sides
of the existing Y-shaped tower, thus building up a street scape
fitting the masterplan. Publicly accessible passages or "arcades”
are kept between these new buildings and the tower for access to
the cultural and retail uses as well as general permeability.

The pebbles are terracing back to allow light into the passages
and the adjacent floorplates. These are planted as a'hanging
garden, forming a juxtaposition to the metal and glass facade of
the Empress State tower.
