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• Require on-site waste management facilities as part of development at Kensal and Earl's Court to 

handle waste arising from the new uses on the site (this could include facilities such as recycling 
facilities and anaerobic digestion) (Policy CE3). 

 
• Require provision of adequate refuse and recycling storage space which allows for ease of collection 

in all developments, and require development proposals to make use of rails and the waterway 
network for the transportation of construction waste and other waste (Policy CE3). 

 
• Require applicants for major developments to prepare and implement Site Waste Management Plans 

for demolition and construction waste (Policy CE3).

• Consideration should be given to green waste and kitchen waste collection to support a community 
led composting scheme and the feasibility of anaerobic digestion should be investigated (Key 
Principle ENV16).

PPS23 emphasises the role that Local Authorities play in 
monitoring air pollution levels and declaring Air Quality Management Areas (AQMAs) where standards are not 
expected to be met.

The Mayor of London and the London boroughs have a statutory obligation to work towards meeting the UK and EU 
air quality objectives and standards which are designed to protect human health. Published in September 2002, the 
Mayor’s Air Quality Strategy, Cleaning London’s Air, provides an overarching framework of policy which aims to 
improve air quality in London and to meet the EU and national air quality objectives set for 2004, 2005 and 2010. 
Specifically, the Mayor’s obligations concern Local Air Quality Management (LAQM), as defined in the Environment 
Act 1995 and administrated by DEFRA.

and finally to provide guidance on the  submission of air quality assessments and where these will be required.
