with families to live further away from the centre of London.

As of 2001, 62% of the LBHF population were single. This figure is higher than the percentage for Greater London
(53%) and England (44%). Only 22% of the population in LBHF is married, of which 2% are separated.

As of 2001, 57% of the RBKC population were single. 24% of the population in LBHF is married, of which 2% are
separated. The number of married residents in RBKC is marginally higher than those in LBHF, and fewer RBKC
residents are single.

The Census 2001 dataset ‘General Health’ (UV20) is based on self assessed health and ranks the health of the
population as ‘Good’, ‘Fairly Good’ and ‘Not Good'. These figures are unique in assessing individuals’ perceptions
of their own well-being. It should be noted that as a result, this method of assessing health is subject to bias,
including the number of responses and the location of respondents. Also worth noting is the fact that the dataset
does not provide a breakdown of the age of respondents, therefore it could be assumed that localities with a
higher proportion of younger residents are likely to yield more ‘Fairly Good’ and ‘Good’ responses.

Within the Study Area as a whole, between 65-86% of respondents ranked their health as ‘Good’.

North End ward generally has a low percentage of residents classing their health as ‘Good’ (see Table 6.Figure 4-
8). Within Earls Court ward, 65-75% of residents ranked their general health as ‘Good’. As Figure 11
demonstrates, Earls Court ward has the two LSOAs with the lowest percentage ranks of residents classing their
health as ‘Good’: K&C 015C (70-75%) and K&C 017A (65-70%).

The highest percentages of respondents rating their health as ‘Not Good’ were resident in LSOA H&F 015D which
Gibbs Green Estate falls within, ranking 7-9% of residents as having poor health.

Between 11-13.5% of residents within the Earls Court ward ranked their health as ‘Not Good’, compared with 3-

13.5% within the whole RBKC Study Area. Perceptions of good health appear to increase with movement away
from the RBKC Study Area, as can be seen in Table 6.Figure 4-9.
